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Minister of State Shane McEntee TD recently returned from Fruit Logis-

tica, in Berlin, the world’s leading trade fair for the fresh fruit and vegeta-

ble industry where he was promoting increased wholesaler and consumer 

interest in buying Irish potatoes. 

Speaking at the event, the Minister of State praised the involvement of six 

Irish potato companies and Bord Bia in promoting Irish potatoes - and in 

particular the Rooster variety - to the German and wider international mar-

ket. He stated that „The Rooster variety was bred by Teagasc and has es-

tablished a tremendous reputation on the Irish market. It is expanding on 

the British market and is now being introduced to Germany and further 

afield. It is a high quality variety and can be used in many different ways: 

boiling, chipping and processing.‟ 

Mr McEntee emphasised the international basis of the potato industry and 

the importance of Ireland becoming more involved in exports. He said

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This is an encouraging sign that farmers are responding to the stability and 

confidence the Government has brought to the sector since I took on my job 

as Minister of State with special responsibility for Forestry. At almost €112 

million, the investment in Forestry this year is virtually unchanged on the 

previous year. This investment will provide funding for more than 7,000 new 

hectares of forestry, as well as grant schemes to support new forest roads 

and the thinning and management of existing broadleaf plantations. 

There is strong demand at home and abroad for forestry products and there 

are good financial returns for farmers who get involved. A recent report by 

Teagasc states that „Prices paid for first thinnings continue to be buoyed by 

the more valuable pallet wood segment of the harvest. Long term demand 

for timber is likely to remain strong.‟   

I am actively encouraging forest owners to join together in Producer Groups 

or to consider forming one in their locality because they are a useful forum 

in which to learn and share information. The Teagasc Forestry Develop-

ment Department will be conducting a nationwide series of One 2 One for-

estry clinics running from 13 to 24 February 2012. 

Forestry makes an important contribution to the economy, environment and 

society through employment, exports and climate change mitigation. I be-

lieve that the continued development of forestry is essential to ensure that 

there is a critical mass of timber coming on-stream in the years ahead to 

meet the demands of Ireland’s valuable timber and timber products sector 

and the emerging wood energy sector.  

 

Commenting on his recent visit to the Medite Europe plant in Clonmel, 

County Tipperary, Minister of State Shane McEntee TD, said he was im-

pressed by the company’s innovation in developing new MDF Products, 

adding that Medite „is a real example of what can be achieved with consis-

tent commitment to anticipating and meeting market requirements.‟

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Medite Europe is a wholly owned subsidiary of Coillte. It manufactures a 

range of Medium Density Fibreboard (MDF) products at its plant. The Minis-

ter of State has responsibility for forestry and he visited the plant to view at 

firsthand the processes involved and the range of products manufactured 

by the company. He noted that „an integral element of the company‟s ap-

proach is its commitment to innovation, both through the development of 

new products and improvement of the processes involved.‟   

Minister of State, Shane McEntee TD, has announced the publication of a 

set of guidelines intended to assist farmers who wish to burn vegetation 

safely and within the law, as part of their land management regime. Mr 

McEntee commented „I am pleased to announce the publication by our De-

partment of a Prescribed Burning Code of Practice for Ireland. This is one of 

the most important recommendations of the Land and Forest Fires Working 

Group because it addresses one potential source of land fires and, as ex-

perience has shown us when such fires get out of control, they become the 

source of many forest fires.‟ 

Considerable progress has been made in implementing a series of recom-

mendations made by the Land and Forest Fires Working Group which is 

working on the problem of illegal and uncontrolled burning. 

The previous Scheme was closed in mid-December 2011 and a consulta-

tive process was immediately commenced with industry stakeholders on 

proposals put forward by the Department for a new Scheme. These consul-

tations are now complete and a new Scheme with revised provisions has 

been introduced.   

The primary aim of the Scheme is to provide funding for the construction of 

management and harvesting roads and other infrastructural works to facili-

tate timber harvesting. 

Minister of State Shane McEntee TD explained „Our priority is to achieve 

the best value from the funding available. The new Scheme incorporates a 

number of changes to help us achieve this objective and to ensure the con-

tinuation of what is one of our most important support measures under the 

Forestry Programme. I would like to thank the industry representatives for 

their very useful inputs to the consultative process and assure them of the 

Government‟s continued commitment to forestry‟.

Re-opening of the Forest Roads (Grant) Scheme 
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Scheme whose applications had yet to be determined or approved. The De-

partment will shortly be writing to these applicants offering them the oppor-

tunity to switch to the new Scheme subject to their acceptance of the new 

terms and conditions. 

The aim of the Scheme is to stimulate the improvement, protection and de-

velopment of woodlands and forests for a range of functions, including 

healthy tree growth, landscape enhancement, soil and water protection, and 

as a provider of raw material to growing indigenous industries.    

Announcing the re-opening, Shane McEntee TD commented: „This impor-

tant forestry support measure was temporarily suspended just before 

Christmas. This was necessary to enable our Department to take stock of 

its overall financial position following the welcome allocation for forestry an-

nounced in the 2012 Budget. There are no changes to the existing Scheme, 

which provides payments of €750 per hectare, and it is now open to new 

applicants. Processing of applications already in the system at the time of 

the suspension will resume immediately.‟  

Minister McEntee added „Having visited woodland owners who have availed 

of these grants, I am fully aware of the importance of this Scheme. It allows 

broadleaf forest owners to thin, manage and add value to their plantations, 

while also supplying much needed raw material to the emerging wood-fuel 

sector, an important and growing enterprise within our rural communities‟.  

As a demonstration of its commitment to sustainable forest management 

and to addressing the global forest loss and the impacts of climate change, 

Ireland has made a funding contribution of €150,000 to the European Forest 

Institute EU REDD, which supports better forestry management in develop-

ing countries.
